PY2024 CDBG-The projects for this grant period are for street improvements on 1st Street in Bergholz and on Township Road 263 in Springfield Township. The bid was opened on July 10, 2025 in the Commissioners office. Shelly and Sands was the lowest bidder and was awarded the contract on July 24.2025. A Pre-Construction meeting was held in the office of Regional Planning on August 6,2025. Shelly and Sands started the project on August 26,2025.
PY2024 CHIP- We were told by Ohio regional Development that they are working on write ups for the CHIP program and hope to put them out for bid soon.

A gentleman by the name of Brian Edmondson from Advancing Resilience in Communities (ARC) contacted Director Tarr asking for assistance in doing an upgrade to the FEMA flood maps in Jefferson County. We have a meeting scheduled for December 2, 2025 to get all stakeholders together to get the project started.
FINANCIAL REPORT

Office Manager Josh Danko gave the financial report, which reported a beginning balance of $34,259.13, and as of the end of July 2025, the receipts were $113,413.31 and expenses of $80,202.33 that left a balance of $67,470.11.
